{ Botanic Gardens Day aims to highlight the role of plants in our lives
¥ and the important work botanic gardens and arboreta undertake
every day to conserve them for future generations.

. Established in 2022 WAMA'’s Grampians (Gariwerd) Endemic
31 Botanic Gardens is one Victoria’s newly established gardens.
Showcasing over 70 native species only found growing within the
Grampians region. The plant collection displays many rare and
endangered plants that are often located in remote areas that are
difficult to access. The garden gives visitors the opportunity to view the plants in the one captured location
without having to trek far and wide through the national park.

This is the first time WAMA opened its gardens to the public and were impressed with the amount of
people who came through the gate. Throughout the day, guided tours of gardens took place plus displayed
information on the gardens, plants and the WAMA development where visitors could also see the
construction of the impressive gallery building in full view.

We extend our gratitude to all those who attended, as well as the dedicated local volunteers and staff who
contributed to the success of this event.

Improving Public Transport options for Halls Gap & Pomonal

| have been a Public Transport advocate for the Grampians region for over 20 years. My next initiative is
to change the current route of the Stawell - Halls Gap bus to include Lake Fyans, Pomonal, WAMA and the
Halls Gap Zoo and to extend the service from Lake Bellfield to Borough Huts campground or even Sheep
Hills carpark at the base of Mt William. Below is the email sent to the Premier and Minister for Public
Transport. Tim Walsh

“I would like to bring to your attention the Stawell to Halls Gap Bus service. This V Line service was
instigated in 2018 by the then Minister for Transport the Honourable Jacinta Allan. This service
emboldened and empowered our community and we are very grateful for the support of Jacinta Allan.
The twice daily bus service from Stawell to Halls Gap and return to Stawell has made a remarkable
improvement to the lives of residents and visitors alike.

After this service was announced in 2018 | realised that for little effort and little extra cost the service
could run from Stawell to Halls Gap via the Stawell Race course, Lake Fyans and Pomonal. This would
service the Stawell Racing Club, Lake Fyans Caravan Park (1000 residents during peak holiday periods),
Pomonal with 2 restaurant / bars, a cafe/ general store and numerous accommodation venues and small
businesses, Halls Gap Zoo and WAMA ( Wildlife and Art Museum of Australia which is currently being built
and will be a big tourist drawcard to the region ).

The difference in distance between the current route and the proposed route is 6km which can easily fit
into the current timetable and service potentially an extra 1500 residents and holiday makers along the
route, not to mention visitors who may wish to visit daily to any of the above attractions.

This would provide an excellent service for
walkers and campers who wish to utilise the Grampians Peak Trail hiking track which is becoming very
popular.

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Halls Gap Landcare June update La nd care

Halls Gap Landcare Group has been busy over the autumn months, making use of the fine
weather to tackle a number of weed species within the valley. Our main activity, the Power Hour,
has been strongly supported and is popular.

The Power Hour involves our members meeting for a short working bee focussed on one or two
problem weed species in one location. We are flexible about when we meet, usually early
morning in the warmer months and probably later as the days get shorter.

More participants would be very welcome. Please contact landcare@hallsgapcommunity.org.au
if you would like to be involved. And we still have copies available of our weed brochure, Six
Ways You Can Help Halls Gap, should you like information about which weeds are a problem
for Halls Gap.

Our main focus is the protection of our remarkable environment and the surrounding national
park and over the next year we want to look at other ways that we can enhance the habitat for
our native wildlife. One project we are planning is the provision of nesting boxes in Halls Gap for
birds and arboreal mammals that rely on nesting hollows.

Lately we have been seeing a few bird species in the valley that are not often sighted here. A
family of White-winged Choughs are currently feeding between Tandara Road Brambuk. The
antics of these comical, social birds are great to watch as they scruff and play with each other.
Their nests, shaped like a large bowl and made of mud, can take the family months to build. The
Australian National University has an excellent article on Choughs:

Another special sighting by one of our members has been the Buff-banded Rail, a secretive bird
that dashes for cover when disturbed. Its preferred habitat is in grasses and reeds not far from
wetlands.

The one that did go ahead was quite successful in fixing a bad spot on the Boroka Track where walkers were
habitually going astray when coming downhill. It needed some rock work to build up a few metres of track
and this was expertly led by an ex member of the local PV staff who was with us for the first time. Thanks a
lot Geoff!!

During our annual March working bee with Grampians Bushwalkers we discovered that the two picnic tables
that we had built and installed at the Golton Gorge picnic area HAVE BEEN STOLEN!!

Parks staff have replaced one of them but this theft leaves a very bad taste in the mouth and is a real
disincentive to all who work to make our National Park a great place to visit.

Next Spring we are looking to install, in conjunction with Parks staff, a set of expanded mesh panels over a
seasonally wet area on the Stapylton Loop track, not far from the Stapylton campground. The Support
Group will pay for all the materials.
